While the workshop is still subject to funding, the ICAO APAC Regional Office welcomes feedback on the tentative agenda.

INTRODUCTION

1.1 In the framework of the No Country Left Behind initiative, the ICAO APAC Regional Office envisages to propose a five days’ workshop in 2016, “No Country Left Behind: towards a safe, integrated and efficient Air Navigation system in South Pacific”. 
1.2 The objective would be to offer to the South Pacific Islands the opportunity to keep abreast with the ICAO global and regional objectives in the area of Air Navigation Services, discuss ongoing programmes and initiatives involving the South Pacific Islands, and propose guidance in the area of safety oversight of Air Navigation Services about the USOAP On Line Framework and USOAP ANS Protocol Questions.
1.3 The targeted audience would be the Civil Aviation Authorities, Air Navigation Service Providers, airport operators, airlines, from South Pacific islands.
