The objective of this Information Paper is to inform the ISPACG of updates the FAA is making to the U.S. Aeronautical Information Publication (AIP) regarding Satellite Voice (SATVOICE).

Attachments A and B to this paper present the draft Document Change Proposal for the US AIP.

DISCUSSION

2.1
As the result of an operator request for support to gather SATVOICE data in the New York West Oceanic Control Area, the FAA undertook a review of the SATVOICE information in the US AIP.
2.1.1
The review prompted the removal of outdated information, the direct-dial numbers, and the inclusion of the SATVOICE “short codes” which ensure the use of “safety switching” (see ICAO Doc 10038).

2.1.2
The review also prompted the clarification that portable SATVOICE devices are not allowed to be used for normal and routine air traffic control (ATC) communications.
