1.
INTRODUCTION

1.1 Airways New Zealand have developed an on-line tool that allows CPDLC and ADS-C performance data to be uploaded to a website and enables the user access to web based tools to generate RCP and RSP performance analysis.

1.2 Since the FIT/23 meeting in March 2016 a number of improvements have been made to the interface and further information is available on providing access to stakeholders.

DISCUSSION

2.1
An enhanced user interface has been developed which examples of which are illustrated in Attachment A to this IP.

2.2
Further enhancements are under development. These include:

· Capture and store the tabular/graphical picture for any query if required. Provide ability to make this available by link to a specific email or make it available for viewing by stakeholders.

· Process the determination of table rows in parallel which will speed up the query return by a factor of 8.

· Provide visibility on the date range of the imported data by any ATSP

· Provide discrete data-bases for different ICAO regions (as required)

After a 3-6 month free evaluation period Airways propose a user charge of NZD$2400 per annum for ANSP users to access the tool.
