SUMMARY

Airways New Zealand has signed a three-year collaboration agreement with Aireon to evaluate the benefits of space based Automatic Dependant Surveillance – Broadcast (ADS-B).
1.
INTRODUCTION

1.1


Aireon is deploying a global, space‐based air traffic surveillance system for ADS‐B equipped aircraft. It will provide real‐time ADS‐B surveillance to oceanic, polar and remote regions, as well as augment existing ground‐based systems.

DISCUSSION

2.1
Airways has signed an agreement with Aireon to evaluate the use of Space Based ADS–B to improve air traffic management services in Oceanic airspace. Under the three‐year agreement Airways will explore Aireon’s capability by validating concepts under controlled conditions and assessing the benefits that this technology could deliver.
2.2 
While this is not an agreement to provide operational services using the Aireon data, Airways will run a number of trials to evaluate proposed benefits that include enhanced flow management, efficiency and safety.
2.3 
Any ongoing agreement with Aireon after the initial three‐year evaluation period will be dependent on the outcomes of the validation trials.
2.4 
Airways NZ Chief Operating Officer Pauline Lamb says the agreement with Aireon aligns with Airways Destination 2021 strategy to invest, innovate and grow our capability. She says, “It is fabulous to have the opportunity to evaluate this new technology and be able to work with likeminded ANSPS and customers to work towards delivering continuously improving services to our customers”.
