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SUMMARY

This paper provides information referred to procedure set between Auckland AOC and Santiago AOC in order to prevent unexpected deviations between OFP and FPL/CPL available on both facilities.

INTRODUCTION

1.1 Several occurrences shown unexpected route deviations in both, NZZO FIR and Santiago Oceanic air space that after proper analysis revealed differences between operational flight plan and / or current flight plan available in both ATSUs.
1.2 In some occasions, deviations occurred long after the aircraft passed the transference control point.

1.3 Currently, Santiago AOC does not support AIDC for traffic management between both area control centers.

DISCUSSION

With the purpose of promoting a safer transference of traffic, helping track and identify the transmission of new or subsequent flight plans, Auckland and Santiago came out with the following solution:
i. To request aircraft operators for traffic between Santiago AOC and Auckland AOC, to include an additional RMK/FPL version identifier (Version A or Version B etc)

ii. When needed, the airline and/or ATSUs may refer to the FPL version identifier to remove any confusion as to the status of the flight plan held on file.
iii. Santiago’s ATCOs cross check the version identifier with the pilot on the first contact; and prior the EST message, compares the version identifier with the one held in Auckland. If any difference in the identifier comes out, needed coordinations are carried out in order to obtain the latest version.
