	Drastic speed changes pose the most risk to derogating longitudinal separation.
This has been an ongoing problem since 2005 and the data presented suggests that efforts to date are not making an improvement. Assistance requested from IATA to improve the situation. Without improvement service enhancements such as reduced separation will not be possible.
Over the entire 2016 year, Oakland Air Route Traffic Control Center (ARTCC) analyzed the first 10 days of every month to study how many unannounced speed changes were taking place in the KZAK FIR.  The total number of unannounced speed changes for 2016 was 1289.  Proposed working together with ANSPs to eliminate unannounced speed changes and recommended to the regulatory bodies of each Pacific ANSP to publish a Safety Alerts for Operators (SAFO) or equivalent that highlights to operators the important safety implications of unannounced speed changes.
