In 2010, the U.S. Federal Aviation Administration published a regulatory requirement for all aircraft operating within certain airspace to be equipped with ADS‐B Out technology by January 1, 2020, per Title 14 of the U.S. Code of Federal Regulations part 91.225 and 91.227.

This requirement will affect both U.S. and foreign operations.
